The all-volunteer and non-profit Guardian Angels, which originally was
formed, in 1979, to promote neighborhood safety in the South Bronx, has
expanded its mission through such programs as Junior Angels, Urban
Angels, Suburban Angels, Angels After School, Senior Angels and Angels
in the Park. The latest, CyberAngels, was created in 1995. Each of the
programs is designed to promote positive solutions to prevent crime. Today
the organization has expanded international, with chapters in England,
Germany, Italy, Japan and Sweden.

The CyberAngels project is dedicated to prevent cyber-crime and child
abuse in cyberspace. It also supports and advises online victims of stalking
and harassment; it tries to promote, preserve and protect “netiquette.” It also
seeks to help preserve Internet freedom of speech and to teach cyber-street-
smarts to inexperienced users.

The Junior Angels program, designed for kids between 8 and 11, focuses
on “How to Make Better Choices™ in which Junior Angels are taught critical
life-skills, safety awareness and vocal self-defense, giving kids a chance to
make proper decisions by teaching them the correct choices. Similarly, the
Senior Angels work with needy seniors, and the Angels in the Park program
strives to protect the environment and to promote safety in the parks. 95-99;
