In response to the recent spate of armed robberies, gang shootings
and other crimes in the Columbia Heights/Mount Pleasant/Adams
Morgan neighborhoods of Ward 1 in the District of Columbia,
Councilmember Jim Graham and Curtis Sliwa, President of the
Alliance of Guardian Angels have partnered to establish a new DC
Headquarters for the Guardian Angels in Columbia Heights. A
press conference will be held on Monday, November 24, 2003 at
2:00 pm at 1448 Park Road, NW to announce the opening of the
new headquarters.

The Guardian Angels will discuss their plans to implement crime
prevention programs in Ward 1, including safety patrols, graffiti
abatement, gang awareness and intervention, and Guardian Angels
recruitment.
